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This lecture will address the development of the concept of Asian
studies in the United States since the 1950s and how that
conception has changed in recent years. Prof. Woods’ approach to
this topic is largely autobiographical since he was educated and has
taught within the area studies paradigm for almost 50 years at the
University of Chicago. It seems that now is an appropriate time to
reconfigure received models and revise them in a broader and more
comprehensive perspective.
